	A Letter of "Non-Impediment" (If non-residents of South Africa)

This is an official letter from the “Home Office” in your country that states that you are not married in your home country. 

This document must have an APOSTIILE Stamp affixed upon it in your home country; any law practitioner in your country of origin will be able to assist you in this matter.

For those countries which do not issue such letter, an Affidavit from your Embassy, stating that your country does not provide such letters will be required; you will also then need to make a personal statement, under oath that you are eligible to get married in South Africa. This statement needs to be done before a commissioner of oaths or at a police station where a commissioner of oaths is always on duty
	
	

	2.4
	The couple will need to make an appointment with an Immigration Official at Home Affairs for a short counseling session in order to prove that the marriage is not one of convenience. The couple will need to have all of the documentation referred to in points 2.1 – 2.9 at hand when interviewed. The couple will need to allow ample time before the wedding ceremony for the interview. In some cases this rule will also apply to foreign nationals who have permanent residence and are also bearers of a South African ID Document.

	Impressions of the marriage couples left thumbprint on the marriage register (fingerprint ink)
	
	

	2.6
	Copies of Green Bar Coded ID’s/passports of two independent witnesses – witnesses need to be present at the ceremony and will need to sign the marriage register.

	If divorced, a valid copy of the final order of divorce. This will need to bear a clear impression of the date stamp as well as the stamp bearing the name of the divorce court and the case number. This certificate will also need to be APOSTILLED in your home country

	If a widow or has been widowed, a valid copy of the death certificate to be provided, this too will need to be APOSTILLED in your home country.
	
	

	2.9
	If Applicable, a copy of the notification from an attorney which states that the couple has entered into a pre nuptial agreement – if none provided the couple will be deemed to be marrying under community of property.
